ADDITIONAL IMPORTANT THINGS FOR PARENTS TO KNOW
· Schedule several trips to the public library for research.  Do not depend on our school library.   It is insufficient for this type of research.

· I will be available after school most days.  If students need to stay after school, please check with me the day before to confirm my availability.  
· I will be providing SOME class time for students to work on their projects.  Please check the class web site and/or their agenda book for the days students will need to bring their materials to class.

· Students will not be permitted to change their research topic after Wednesday, October 15th.  Please make sure that you have discussed their topic idea thoroughly and that it fits into the theme “The Individual in History:  Actions and Legacies”.

· Students will not be permitted to change their group if they decide they don’t want to work in a group after they received permission from you.  Please make sure they are clear on this.

· Students must have both primary and secondary resources, and they must be cited in APA format in an annotated bibliography where they write exactly what information in the source was used and how it was helpful to their research.  Help them find resources in the community. 

· I will return students’ graded projects to them in a timely fashion.  Students whose projects “win” in the school history fair will have some time to improve their projects (if needed) for the County History Fair. 

· The County History Fair will be held at the Landings some time in February.  All school wide winners will be there.
