Processing Speed

· Do not require the student to work under time constraint pressures.  Place emphasis in evaluation on accuracy rather than speed

· Provide extended time limits for tests, class-work and projects as needed

· When possible, reduce the amount of work to be completed within a period of time.  Having a student complete the “odd” problems will ensure exposure to all levels of the activity; yet not generate emphasis on process speed weaknesses

· Seat the student in the front row near the chalkboard for all copying activities. 

· Recommend visual tracking exercises or computer games that require rapid visual scanning. 

· Provide access to computer programs that target reading speed (Speed Reader). Do the same for math operations (Math Blaster). 

· When copying is necessary, do not require speech or accuracy. 

· Do not require the student to copy problems from his/her math or other textbooks. Instead, provide him/her with clear worksheets that contain only a few problems and plenty of white space.
