Reading Interventions

Phonics

1. Combine phonics instruction with a linguistic reading program.  Select reading materials where the majority of the words have regular sound-symbol correspondence.  This will allow the student to learn to apply his/her newly acquired skills successfully.

2. Teach the student new words in families.  Select common word patterns, such as at or am, and them identify and practice common words in the family.  Help the student learn to identify the patterns rapidly and automatically.

3. When teaching the student linguistic patterns, use known sight words as a basis for introducing common patterns.  Provide practice in generalizing those patterns to new words with the same pattern (e.g., boat, coat, float).
4. Use the words in the student’s sight vocabulary as a basis for building phonics skills.  For example, start with a word that she automatically recognizes, such as “run,” and then show her how that pattern can help her identify a new word, such as “fun.” Help promote generalizations of common patterns by frequently pointing out similarities in words.
5. Continue to provide opportunities for the student to practice phonemic segmentation of words and provide examples and nonexamples of common mispronunciations of sounds or words.
6. Use a highlighter to identify unknown words – use words for weekly word lists.
