Reading Interventions

Comprehension

1. Teach phonics within a highly structured and sequential problem which highlights the visual aspect of the word parts and reinforces a strong association with their corresponding sounds.

2. Encourage the student to use context clues and directly teach of variety of ways of doing so (e.g., reading to the end of a sentence, recognizing definitions, monitoring whether or not what s/he is reading makes sense.

3. When providing instruction in reading comprehension, make sure the student’s instructional materials are at the independent reading level in word recognition.  Materials at the independent level will allow the student to devote attention to the comprehension activities.

4. Teach the student how to monitor his reading for meaning, as well as how to use specific strategies when what has been read does not make sense (e.g., use context clues, reread, or ask someone).
5. Begin with a one sentence reading assignment.  After reading, ask the student review questions and for the student to reframe the meaning of the reading in their own words.  Gradually increase the length of reading passages.

6. Teach pre-reading techniques such as reviewing background knowledge, pre-reading the questions or reviewing titles, bold words etc before beginning reading.

7. Teach reading comprehension strategies – comparing and contrasting to prior knowledge and real life, outlining, semantic mapping, SQ3R (Survey, Question, Read, Recite, Review)

8. Have the student rephrase understanding into own words before continuing

9. Teach who, what, when, where, how after reading – advance from factual to higher order thinking such as drawing inferences, hypothesis development, relating to other known information.

10. Provide study guides for reading passages.

11. Highlight important information

12. Teach structure note taking

13. A story map can provide a visual organizer to assist Child in understanding stories as child reads. It provides an outline/graph for parts of a narrative story that will teach Child what to think about and to look for while reading.
