Visual Organization/Processing

· Provide visual structure supports as needed
· Columns or graph paper for organizing math problems 
· Index card or straight edge to keep place when reading
· Highlighting directions or important functions on worksheets and assignments 
· Assistance for copying from board or overhead by providing “fill-in-the-blank” notes, complete notes, or peer note taking assistance.   
· It may be most beneficial to remove all need for copying by preparing worksheets from textbook assignments etc.
· Reduce the number of problems on handouts (homework sheets) or provide a card for the student to use to cover extraneous information on the page.
· Encourage (at home) the student to participate in activities that have elements of visual problem solving and manual manipulation, such as chess, checkers, guitar or piano, and puzzles. Don’t expect high mastery of such activities (accept what ever level of proficiency the student achieves.)
· In extreme cases, allow use of technology (computer, word processor, talking dictionary and calculator) when possible; this will reduce the opportunity for visual processing errors and allow for easier correction.
