Attention Deficit Hyperactivity Disorder (ADHD) is a syndrome that is characterized by a persistent pattern of inattention and/or hyperactivity-impulsivity that is more frequent and severe than is typically observed in individuals with a comparable level of development.  There are three specific types of ADHD: predominately inattentive, predominately hyperactive-impulsive, and combined type.  If a child exhibits a high frequency of hyperactive and/or inattentive behaviors, the youngster may be diagnosed by a physician as having one of these types of Attention Deficit Hyperactivity Disorder.

It is also suggested that item analysis be used to give more specific information helpful in developing appropriate classroom interventions and individualized accommodations.
